Shoaling has been reported in the vicinity of
Mile 166.1, extending approximately 100 feet
into the channel along the LDB. The best
water has been reported along the sail line.
Mariners are urged to exercise caution in the
area.

MILE 119.8 - CHANNEL CONDITION

Shoaling has been reported in the vicinity of
Mile 119.8, approximately 60 feet off the nun
buoy line. A M/V reportedly bumped bottom
at this location with an 8-foot 5-inch draft on
August 27, 2012.
